[image: image1.png]The Elaphiti Islands (or Elafiti) are a group of islands situated northwest of Dubrovnik. The name is of Greek origin for Deer Archipelago (gk. elafos – deer). Pliny the Elder was the first scholar to mention the islands in his work Naturalis Historia.
Altogether the Elafiti cover less than 30 square kilometers and are inhabited by under a thousand people.
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There are three main islands:

Šipan, Lopud and Koločep
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Departure: in the morning from the City port by ship St. Ivan
Return: in the evening to the port of Gruž 
Programme: Visit to the beautiful island Koločep. Lunch on the boat in the surrounding of Šipan and in the end visit Lopud. We shall enjoy the reach beauty of the subtropical vegetation, the elegance of the renaissance summer villas of Dubrovnik aristocracy and the warmth of the blue Adriatic Sea.
