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Suggested criteria of UNICA Joints Masters

1. Added value:  

The added value of a UNICA Joint Master programme is provided by the fact that the scientific and pedagogical assets of several higher education institutions are integrated, combined and crossed in one common offer. 
2. participation: 
At least 3 UNICA universities should engage in a Joint Master Programme. Universities not belonging to UNICA should not be excluded.

3. length: 
The UNICA Joint Master Degree should be awarded after a total of 90 to 120 ECTS.  
4. thesis work and defence:  

A thesis should be jointly supervised and, if possible, a joint board of examiners should be set up. 
5. Mobility:  

The issue of students’ and teachers’ mobility should be resolved individually by the partner universities, depending on the structure and the concept of the programme. 
6. Language policy:  

The programme should promote multilingualism as much as possible. 
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
